The Mtwara Development Corridor
is an SDI involving Tanzania, Ma-
lawi, Mozambique and Zambia.
Should the model prove to be suc-
cessful, it will be replicated across
the SADC region to develop further
the Region’s capacity to appraise
and package infrastructure projects
for investment.

Thursday, February 16 2006. was
the Project kick-off meeting with
the Consultants and all stake-
holders at the World Bank’s Prem-
ises in Dar es Salaam. The event
was chaired by the Hon. Prof.
Simon M. Mbilinyi, Chairman of the
NDC Board.

The unit has since been established
with 6 staff members selected from
within NDC and two seconded
trainees from both Malawi and
Mozambique. For logistical reasons,
Zambia has not been able to par-
ticipate in the program.
